Booth Fee ($75.00) Paid in Full
The work of applicants will be reviewed by a panel of the Cherokee Historical Association in order to ensure quality of work and adherence to the mission of the festival and organization. The panel will select no more than 50 vendors for the Festival. Admitted vendors will be notified no later than March 15, 2010 and booth payment of $75.00 is required on or before April 5, 2010. 

Rules for Vendors:

1. Vendors may begin setting-up their booths at 7:00am with all vehicles removed from the main area no later than 8:30am. Exhibits must be ready no later than 9:00am. Break-down will begin no earlier 6:30pm. Vendors are responsible for their own sales, bank, and reserve change. 
2. Vendors are responsible for their own booth space including tents, canopies, tables, chairs, and work displays. Tents that require staking will not be permitted. Pop-Up tents are recommended for the event, tent weights will be permitted if weather/wind is a concern.  

3. Only items Handmade by the Vendor will be permitted. No manufactured goods will be permitted in the festival area. Each vendor booth must be clearly marked with artist’s name or business name. Manufactured signs such as “Sale”, “Closeout”, “Clearance”, etc. will not be permitted. 

4. Only those items listed in this application will be allowed to be sold at the festival. Wares sold will be closely monitored throughout the day. 

5. Vendors are not permitted to sale any item that is not handmade by that vendor, including any promotional or consignment pieces. 

6. Booth fees are non-refundable, the festival will continue even through inclement weather. 

Liability & Media Release:
I hereby release and discharge the Cherokee Historical Association, the sponsors and their directors, officers, employees, agents and volunteers from any responsibility, personal liability, claims, losses, or damage arising from my application to or participation in the Mountainside Art and Music Festival which are not responsible for any injury sustained by exhibitors or guests while within the space designated for exhibits. Further, I understand that I store my art and wares at my own risk without exception or limitation. 
Any photographs, video or other media taken of the vendor and/or the vendor area during the festival becomes the sole property of the Cherokee Historical Association, its affiliates, franchise, advertising and promotional agencies and their agents and may be used for any and all promotional purposes. 
I agree to maintain my booth area at the Mountainside Art and Music Festival from 9:00am to 6:00pm on Saturday May 1, 2010. Breakdown of vendor space will begin after 6:00pm. My signature indicates acceptance of all conditions and rules of this prospectus. Application forms without signature will not be accepted.
